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The Lower Sac without a Bobber

The Lower Sacramento
River from Redding to Red
Bluff is one of California’s
best year-round trout fish-
eries. The river has good
wading access during fall,
winter and spring and can
be floated in a drift boat
or pontoon boat year-
round. The predominant
fly fishing technique used
by guides and recreational anglers is indicator
nymphing, typically with a large Thingamabobber,
a long leader, lots of weight, and 2 or 3 nymphs.
While very productive, this heavy-duty nymphing
rig limits anglers to fishing the deeper parts of the
river, typically long runs that are 4 to 8 feet deep.

In Andrew’s presentation he discusses methods
for fishing the water types that the bobber fisher-
men pass by. These water types include riffles
and runs that are less than 4 feet deep, plunge
pools, drop offs, rocky banks, and glassy tail-outs.
Andrew describes various techniques, including
dry fly, dry/dropper, nymphing without an indica-
tor, swinging flies on floating and sinking lines,
and fishing light spey rods. His presentation also
includes walk/wade access points on the river.

Andrew hopes this presentation will give
anglers the knowledge and the confidence to try
fishing the Lower Sac just like they would any
other river - with more than one technique.

Andrew has been guiding in northern California
since 1997. He guides the Lower Sac, Trinity, Fall
River, Pit River, Hat Creek, McCloud, Upper Sac,
Lewiston Lake and Battle Creek.

Pyramid Lake Outing
March 26-29

This year’s outing will be Monday p.m. - Thursday
a.m. (March 26 - 29). The “Nets” areas north and south
of the Sutcliffe hatchery are no longer closed after
March 15. Join us for some or all of this outing. (A
weekend outing to Pyramid would also be welcome -
a volunteer is needed to serve as fishmaster for this.)
This is a great opportunity to catch large cutthroats,
practice casting a shooting head and socialize with
other club members. Some of us will be staying at
Crosby’s Lodge (775-476-0400) at Sutcliffe on the lake.
Crosby’s fills up quickly. Other options are a motel in
Sparks/Reno or camp on the lake shore (it can be <30
F at night). Allow 45 minutes to drive to the lake from
Sparks/Reno.

A tribal fishing permit is needed, which can be
purchased on the way to the lake at the store on the
southwest corner of Eagle Canyon Drive & route 445,
about 7.5 miles North of 1-80. Fishing permits and
a some flies can also be bought at Crosby’s store in
Sutcliffe. Fish barbless. No NV license needed.

Fish are taken by stripping wooly buggers or
foam-backed beetles near the bottom or by floating a
nymph 4 to 7 feet deep under an indicator. Gear: 6-8
Wt rods with a fast sink shooting head or full sink line
and a floating line for indicator fishing. A 6 ft. alumi-
num step ladder or 4-5 foot stepstool is needed. They
are stable on the firm mud bottom. Tie a plastic jug
to the ladder with 5 feet of cord in case it falls over
when unattended. Float tubing is also good when the
wind is down. Bring warm clothes, lunch and a lawn
chair. Weather during the day can vary from freezing
to the 60s. Nasty weather usually means good fishing
but Donner Pass can be a problem - bring tire chains.

We will probably meet at the “nets” north or
south of the Sutcliffe hatchery on most mornings. I
will provide information on fly patterns and meeting
places for those who sign up. The number of attend-
ees is not limited.

Dave’s Tying Loft: Silver Hat Special
Blue Wing Olive (BWO)

This issue we will concentrate on a fly that T learned
from a friend, Mr. Allen Slattery, who pulls this fly
out any time he sees Blue Winged Olives. He also
uses this as a searching fly when things are slow
(sound like Putah Creek to you?). This fly is very
similar to a Rene’ Harrop transitional dun and can be
fished either as a nymph or in the surface film as an
emerger. When fished as an emerger, the wing will
be tied with CDC and left long to enable floating in
the surface film. This fly should be tied in both light
and dark olive as you may see some variation on the
stream. I will occasionally fish both an emerger and a
nymph (use a size 14 for the emerger, add 18 inches
of 5x to 6x tippet and put a size 18 nymph on) as an
extremely effective combination.

Special tying note: Leave barb on hook so you get the proper
sense of proportions, pinch barb off only after you have tied
whole fly!

Hook: Nymph 1XL 1XH, size 14/16/18 (TMC 3761

preferred), Emerger dry fly hook standard 1xL.

Thread: Uni 8/0 in Olive (Olive Dun for darker version)

Tail: 5-9 barbules of Fluorescent Yellow (or Flouro
Green) wet hackle fibers

Body: BWO Superfine Dubbing (use light olive for
the lighter version)
Wing: Silver Antron (or Zelon or standard carpet

yarns) - The Emerger has a longer wing of
Iron Blue Dun CDC or Medium Dun CDC (trim
emerger wing so it goes to the middle of the
tail, that way the CDC will hang on the surface
and the body tail will be subsurface).

Step 1: Start thread at one third point (from hook eye)
and tie in tight wraps to the point of hook. Tie in the tail
material on top of the hook at 45 degrees to the shank
of hook with two wraps of thread, then straighten tail
fiber out towards back of hook and holding up slightly
while you tie it down to the barb of the hook. Once

at the barb with the thread make two more wraps of
thread to the back of the hook and one wrap of thread
under the tail and continue forward with two wraps of
thread and stop. See photo 1 to check your results.

Step 2: Take a small amount of Superfine dubbing and
dub a thin but tapered body filling two thirds of the
hook shank from the tail set position moving forward to
the eye. The body should appear only slightly larger
towards the eye of the hook. Make sure you leave that
one third of shank by the eye open as that will be filled
with the wing material and a rounded head.

See photo 2 to check your results.

Step 3: Take a small amount of silver antron yarn
(about 1/2 of what comes off the spool of antron)

and drape it over the thread, then grabbing the two
sections with your thumb and index finger, slide it down
the thread to the top of the hook and tie in with 5-6
wraps of thread tying towards the tail. Make one wrap
of thread under the wing (but on top of the hook shank)
to force the wing to stand up just a little.See photo 3 to
check your work.

Step 4: Trim the wing material to shape with two cuts
of the material. For the first cut, hold the wing material
above the hook and at a 45 degree angle to the hook
shank, making a straight cut as shown in photo 4 (the
straight line in the photo). Once done with first cut,
make a second free hand (do not hold onto the wing
materials this time) curved cut as shown in photo by
the curved line. See photo 4 for the cuts to be made.

Step 5: Form a nice rounded head with the thread,
whip finish, cut off thread and put on head cement. See
photo 5 for the finished fly.

Tying note regarding Emerger: \When tying in wing
for emerger, gather two CDC feathers with the curved
part of the feather towards each other and tie in on top
of hook shank. You should also take the one wrap of
thread under the wing but above the shank (as above
in step 3) to make the CDC wing stand up a little (you
do NOT want it flat against the body). Be very careful
not to get any head cement on the CDC fibers as this
will surely destroy the fly! See photo 6.
